In the name of God, Amen, I John Craig of the county and state aforesaid, being sick and weak in body but of sound mind, memory and understanding (praised be God for it) and considering the certainty of death and the uncertainty of the time thereof and to the end I may be the better prepared to have this ---- Whenever it may please a merciful God to call me home, do therefore make and declare this my last Will and Testament in manner and form following viz In the first place I recommend my soul unto the hand of Almighty God my creator, hoping for free pardon and remission of all my sins and to enjoy everlasting happiness, in his heavenly Kingdom through Jesus Christ my Saviour, my body I commit to the Earth.


2nd I Give and bequeath unto my beloved sons William Craig & John Craig together with my beloved Grandson John C. Craig, son of Samuel Craig, deceased each one dollar.


3rd I Give and bequeath unto my beloved wife Caroline M. Craig all that we possess on this earth after paying all just demands against us together with the amounts as above stated to my beloved children and I further will that she have the entire disposal of the same so long as she may remain in a state of widowhood and if she should at any time after my death (?) marry, then the estate to be Equally divided between her and our beloved children Isaac E. Craig and Mary H. Craig.


4th I make my beloved wife Caroline M. Craig Executor to this my last Will and Testament requesting her to faithfully and promptly carry into effect this my last Will 


In Testimony whereof I this day John Craig have here unto set my hand and seal this 19th day of July in the year of our Lord 1839.
