Notes on Eli Cleveland Estep (1808-1888)
He married Rachel Shasted (Shastid) in 1827 in Sangamon County Illinois.

from Goodspeed NW Arkansas p. 424:

re: settlement of White River – “settlers prior to 1834 include the father of Cleve Estep who owned the site of St. Paul and Samuel Shastid, from Illinois, who had been brought up with Abraham Lincoln” (this Samuel is probably the brother of Rachel) – since Eli and Rachel had a son Sam born in Madison Co. AR in 1834, this is probably when they relocated.
Eli and Rachel had seven children, the last one also named Rachel (Goodspeed says Rachel is "a native of this county [Madison Co. Arkansas] whose parents came from Illinois".

 According to an article in Madison Co. Musings Spring 1997, p. 37, Rachel's mother (also named Rachel) died at her daughter's birth.   Rachel (the daughter) was raised by her uncle Samuel SHASTED and his wife Nancy (see Madison Co. 1850 Census, Richland Twp. #296).  
One source says that Rachel Shasted Estep died at the birth of her daughter  - maybe this is why the daughter was raised by an aunt and uncle?

The next child born to Eli is Francis Asberry Estep – some sources give his mother as Rachel Shasted. Other sources give his mother as Elizabeth (possible surname Tucker). 

He married Elizabeth Unknown after the death of his wife Rachel, probably around 1848. They are together in the 1850 census, with his children from his first marriage and  Francis (age 3, mother undetermined) and the youngest at that time, Rebecca Jane (b. 1849).
From Eli’s will - His widow is M.J. His heirs include (many names unreadable!) Eliza (ELIJAH), Vearsey's heirs (HARVEY), heirs of Samuel in Sansaba Texas, Enoch in Texas, heirs of Nancy Estep in Texas, Elisabeth Woods of Missouri, Tempy Middleton of Newton Co. Arkansas, James Neill (JANE HILL) of Washington Co. Arkansas, Emma Vaught of Johnson Co. Arkansas, Sarah Lewis, Cassey Bowman, Mary Nelitin (NETHERTON) of Johnson Co. Arkansas and Rachel Salyer of Madison Co. Arkansas. The will does not mention Francis (b. 1847), Eli C. b. 1851, Calhoun b. 1860
