Cardwell all the remainder of my estate of every kind and description whatever, in trust and for the following uses and purposes, to wit, 1st, to pay all just debts and legal liabilities, next to pay the funeral and Cemetary(sic) expense, third, to turn over to my said daughter Delaney Cardwell, (or allow her to keep) what is herein above willed to her, 4th, to collect all sums due me and to distribute the same among my grand children, an equal share to each grandchild now living.

The said Andrew S. Gregg and Henry C. Cardwell are hereby fully empowered to sue for and collect all sums due me and they are authorized to make full distribution of all me estate within six months after my decease and without any orders or directions from the Probate Court or any other Court or authority and they are to dispose of my estate as above directed without any administration or letters of executorship.  They said Gregg and Henry C. Cardwell being requested to execute a good and sufficient bond in the sum of $1000.00 to be approved of by the Judge of the Court of Probate for the faithful performance of the trust herein reposed in them and they are to be free to act under the direction herein given without any settlements with any Court whatever.


The said Andrew S. Gregg and Henry C. Cardwell are hereby directed and required to pay over to each one of my grand children directly and take the receipt of such child for the amount so paid, provided such child is fifteen years old and such of my grand children as are not that old, they shall take the receipt of the parent for the amount of any child under that age.


The necessary expenses of carrying out the trust herein proved for will be paid by said Trustees and they are not expected to charge over one percent commission for their trouble and to pay no unnecessary expenses and if either one of them from any cause whatever should not accept this trust the other will carry the same into effect. 


My son Lafayette Gregg have been will provided for he is to take no part in my estate only such part as may come his children that are under 15 years of age.
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
