Russell, Martha White Lindsey (1899-1949) - Obituary
This obituary appeared in a Nashville newspaper, at the end of 1949 or early in 1950, page 1.
Funeral services were scheduled at Mount Olivet Cemetery here this afternoon for a former Nashvillian, Mrs. Martha White Lindsey Russell, 50, wife of a prominent Memphis dentist.
The Memphis homicide bureau was expected to issue an autopsy report following discovery yesterday of Mrs. Russell's body, propped against a stump on the muddy ground near a bridle path in a Memphis park.
Mrs. Russell disappeared Saturday, leaving a note on the kitchen table at her home which said “I have lost.”
Memphis police said there was no indication of violence. The body was found by 16-year-old Bill Demuth as he walked his dog through the isolated section of the park. Police had been searching for the woman since her husband, Dr. George Russell, had reported her missing three days ago.
Addressed to the couple's children, the note read: “I have lost. I can't live with him any longer. Mother.”
The graveside services were scheduled for 2 p.m. here today.
A daughter of the late Dick and Katherine Jordan Lindsey, Mrs. Russell had lived in Nashville until 1933 when she and Dr. Russell moved to Memphis.
Her father, Davidson County Court clerk for some 25 years prior to his death in 1935, had been in the milling business here and originated the Martha White brand of flour which was named for Mrs. Russell. For nearly half a century her childhood picture had appeared on the Martha White flour sacks.
Mrs. Russell was educated at Hume-Fogg High School and attended Randolph-Macon College.
A member of Idlewild Presbyterian Church in Memphis, Mrs. Russell had been active in social and welfare activities in that city.
In addition to her husband, survivors are her children, Katherine and George Russell, 16-year-old twins, and Mrs. George Maynard, Jr. Of Tupelo, Miss.; a brother, Dick Lindsey of Old Hillsboro Road, Nashville; and a grandson.
Martha’s death certificate states the cause of death: death from natural but “at present” unknown causes. Her husband died 13 months later, at age 51. His death certificate indicates he died of coronary disease, due to psychosis.  He died in the Wallace Sanatorium in Memphis. What a sad marriage it must have been.
