Samuel Gregg was in Lawrence County, Alabama, about 1830, with his wife Jane and four sons:  (Later, John Gregg was sheriff there; he then went to Texas to fight in the Texas Revolution, after which his wife and one son were killed by Indians and one son was taken prisoner.  Gregg County, Texas, however, was named for another John Gregg, a brigadier general in Hood’s Texas Volunteers in the Civil War, who was born in Lawrence County, Alabama in 1828.  (His father Nathan Gregg, is believed to have been a nephew of Samuel Gregg.)

In his application for pension transfer, Samuel Gregg stated that he left Alabama in 1834, went to Missouri, then moved to Washington County, Arkansas, in the fall of 1835.  He signed this application “Samuel Gragg. “Samuel’s son, Henry Gregg (1792-1877) came to Washington County about the same time (1835); he is buried in Evergreen Cemetery, Fayetteville, Arkansas.  Henry married Mary Murrell in 1815, had six children: (1) Maston S., b. 1816 in Alabama; (2) Albert (1817-18852); (3) Caroline, b 1819; (4) Delaney b 1822, Married William H Cardwell d 1897, is buried in Gehring’s Chapel Cemetery, Fayetteville, Arkansas; (5) Lafayette (1825-1891) a prominent Fayetteville attorney, legislator, and Banker. (6) Martha Jane b 1828.
